LENTEN HALF-TIME … HOW’S IT GOING? 
“I gave up the weed for Lent.” 

 

As suggested by Father Link, the first reaction to the would-
be-robber’s failed attempt might be a sigh of relief combined 
with an unintentional smile.  It might even generate a passing 
musing about the built-in protective aura of a priest’s collar.  
But, as Father Link continues, the underlying message is, “it 
illustrates how confused Lent’s purpose had become.”  Has 
Lent’s purpose become confused in our lives?  On this 
Fourth Sunday of Lent, Father Link’s reflection invites us to 
think about the real purpose of Lent and how are we (am I) 
attempting to fulfill it?   
 

For many, giving up (fill in your favorite give up) is the 
accepted Lenten practice often carried over from childhood.  
In one childhood household, the customary “Lenten giving 
up” for children was candy.  Their family tradition included 
assembling and stocking Easter baskets with candy of many 
descriptions.  No matter what you had given up, there was a 
good chance you would find it there.  The family’s tradition also included ending the candy abstinence at noon 

Easter Saturday.  The origin of this Easter 
Saturday noon tradition is cloudy.  But the result 
was just what you would anticipate.  All the 
children were gathering around their Easter 
baskets waiting anxiously for the clock to reach 
12. 
 

Our would-be-robber appears to have a similar 
approach to fasting during Lent.  Father Link’s 
reflection calls us to ask “is this the real purpose 
of Lent?”  God’s definition of fasting goes well 
beyond “giving up candy (or the weed) for Lent.”  
In Isaiah, the Lord describes fasting that goes 
deeper and results in a change of heart.  It goes 
beyond a limited 40 day period of self-denial 
ending with the gathering around the basket of 
candy.  The fasting that He wants calls for a 
change of heart lived out in life-long changes to 
how we treat each other … releasing those bound 
unjustly … feeding the hungry … sheltering the 
homeless … clothing the naked … not ignoring 
the suffering of others.   
 

Lent provides the opportunity to use God’s gift of 
time in prayer and  self-examination to discover 
God’s will for each of us and to follow through 
with action to become the person whom He 
created us to be. 

ON YOUR FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT, HOW’S IT GOING? 

 Years ago a priest was walking 
through a bad section of a city at night.  
Suddenly someone stuck a gun in his ribs 
and demanded his money. 
 

 When the priest unzipped his coat 
to get his wallet, the robber saw his collar 
and apologized profusely.  “Forget it,” he 
said, “I didn’t know you were a priest.” 
 

 Relieved, the priest took out a 
cigarette and offered one to the would-be 
robber.  Incredibly, the man refused, 
saying, “I gave up the weed for Lent.” 
 

 This story, from a past era, is 
funny because it illustrates how confused 
Lent’s purpose had become.
