ANNUAL FUND ... SHARE OUR DREAM
Frequently Asked Questions and Answers

“Why do we need an Annual Fund?” ... The launch of the Blessed Sacrament School Annual
Fund during the 2007-2008 School Year was a milestone for our school. When our Annual
Fund was initiated, a frequent question was: “Why do we need an Annual Fund?” The answer
then, and now, is: “As the cost of a quality Catholic education continues to rise, many parents
are no longer able to shoulder the financial costs alone.” Approximately, 85% of the operating
costs of our school comes from tuition and fees. Through careful management of these funds
each year, we have been able to keep tuition increases to a minimum. Our tuition and fees are
consistently as low or lower than other schools in the low country. Even so, and despite tuition
assistance from our parish based on family financial need, some Catholic children in our parish,
may face (or are already facing) the real possibility of being unable to attend Blessed Sacrament School because of
increasing tuition and school related costs. During the current economic downturn, this financial struggle is
impacting more Blessed Sacrament School parents, more deeply. Obviously, support among a wider group of
committed donors will help ease (and hopefully erase) this possibility. Our Annual Fund seeks financial support
for the Mission of Blessed Sacrament School from all of those who are willing and able to support the Tradition of
Excellence that is the hallmark of a Blessed Sacrament School Catholic education.

“How will these funds be spent?” ... The first two years of the Annual Fund were very successful ... raising
$38,548.56. The generosity of parishioners, parents, grandparents, faculty and staff, alumnus and friends of
Blessed Sacrament School made this possible. Through this generosity, we were able to provide emergency tuition
and extended care assistance ($11,594) that allowed families to weather the current financial crisis and keep their
children in our school. Beyond the critical emergency tuition assistance, funds from those first two years were
used to provide professional courses and workshops ($4,606.16) for Faculty Enrichment to promote the
professional development of our faculty; to plant the seeds of a Scholarship Endowment Fund ($8,200); and to
accumulate an Emergency Capital Fund ($2,250) to be able to correct unexpected plant and equipment problems.
(Note: These funds were essential for the repair of the AC/Heating unit in the Technology and Fine Arts Wing of our
school this current school year.) Each year as a result of our school’s strategic planning effort, specific needs will be
identified. The funds in the Annual Fund will be designated for use in the following areas. Donors can designate a
specific Fund for their gifts.

1. Emergency Tuition Assistance Fund for Needy Families.
2. Faculty Professional Development Fund.

3. Scholarship Endowment Fund.

4. Emergency Capital Repair & Maintenance Fund.

“What are the results for the 2009-2010 School Year?” ... As might be expected, gifts to the Annual Fund have
slowed considerably. The total is well below our initial goal. So far, total gifts are just over $12,000 for the year.
The major portion of these 2009-2010 funds has been allocated to the Emergency Tuition Assistance Fund.
Unfortunately as the gifts to the Annual Fund have slowed due to the financial downturn ... the financial downturn
has impacted more families and the need for assistance has grown. Mrs. Tracy, Principal, put it in perspective,
“The economy is down and people everywhere are feeling the impact. But, when I see the generosity of so many
giving to our Annual Fund and the positive impact that their generosity has had on students and families in our
school, I am proud to be a part of this Blessed Sacrament family. To all, thank you for all that you do!”
