The KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS

The image of Jesus Christ crucified has been returned to the
crucifix in the perpetual adoration chapel after being cleaned
and refinished. The crucifix in the chapel portrays JESUS
CHRIST THE PRIEST, dressed in the vestments worn by
the priest at Mass. A priest “is taken from among men and
made their representations before God to offer gifts and
sacrifices for sin.” Jesus’ death on the cross is the perfect
sacrifice, offered once and for all for the world. He is the
one and only priest, in whose priesthood others share. The
crucifix invites us to venerate the mystery that Jesus came
“to give his life as a ransom for many”, and that “he loved
his own to the end.”

Volunteers Build West

THE BEGINNING OF THE STORY ... On September 4, 1953, Bishop John J. Russell dedicated the new School and
Convent (the two story building facing Savannah Highway). The building had just recently been completed at a
cost of $162,000. The first floor contained a multi-purpose room, including a kitchen, four classrooms, teachers’
room, lavatories and storage rooms. The second floor contained the convent consisting of 10 bedrooms, a chapel,
dining room, common room and music and reception room. Roof decks were located at each end.

The completion of this building was the latest step in providing for the growing needs of Blessed Sacrament School
starting in 1946 with the purchase of two school buses to transport 109 students to the city

for classes at St. Patrick’s and Bishop England High School. In September, 1948, the first

school building at Blessed Sacrament was opened with a kindergarten and grades 1 and 2.

Grades 3 and 4 were added in 1951. During this period, students in the other grades

continued to be bused to schools in the city. Anticipating continued growth to more than

500 students in September, 1953, ground for the new school and convent building was

broken on June 15, 1952 in a ceremony led by Bishop Russell.

From the booklet announcing the project and fund drive:

Educating our children for God is a marvelous adventure. Serving God is a tremendous privilege.
God will be with us.

Looking into the future, we can envision thousands of children passing through the halls of the
Blessed Sacrament School in the years to come. Thousands will be trained to know right from wrong,
to know how to choose right from wrong, to want to choose right from wrong, to accept Jesus Christ’s

standards of right and wrong and to have the courage to shoulder the manifold duties which they will
have to face — for home, for church, and for country.

Our love of God impels us and urges us to make sacrifices to build and maintain our parish schools.
They are the monument of our faith.

It is said that a parish which has no school is half a parish. You have shown that you appreciate this
fact.

the Kingdom of God by their lives.

THE REST OF THE STORY ... It was at this point that the
story of the “Volunteers at the West Ashley Catholic
School” begins. The growth of Blessed Sacrament Church
and School populations had been so rapid that parishioners
had not had breathing space financially. In 1946, the
parish had a total of 200 men, 260 women and 361 children.
By 1952, these numbers had doubled to 425 men, 505
women and over 800 children. The parish had just finished
a fund raising program to pay for the School and Convent
building and service the parish debt. Yet, additional
classroom space was required if Blessed Sacrament was to
complete plans to be a full kindergarten through 8" grade
Catholic School serving all communities west of the Ashley.
The short term goal was two class rooms and two sisters for
each grade (40 students to the class room as standard).

Volunteers Build West Ashley Catholic School

A monument is being built west of the Ashley.
Literally, it’s a school that’s going up, an
annex to the School of the Blessed Sacrament
Roman Catholic Church.
But its story is such as to make of it a
monument to the strong backs and full hearts
of the approximately 30 builders.

There is no obligation on anyone. ... The
men just show up.

Work is carried on four nights a week and on
Saturday afternoons with “gangs” of 15 to 20
men alternating the night shifts and joining

together for the Saturday afternoon sessions.
In the fall of 1953, volunteers, 15 to 20 at a time, showed up News and Courier Article, February 2, 1954
four nights a week and on Saturday afternoons to build
another school annex comprised of four additional class rooms, rest room facilities and a serving Kkitchen. In the
words of Father McCarthy, pastor: “The men just show up. There is no obligation on anyone. No labor is
solicited. No time records are kept. It’s based on two factors — love of children and bigness of men.” It was
estimated that because of using volunteer labor with voluntary supervision, the completed project cost

approximately a third of the estimated contract construction cost.

At the dedication of the annex, Father McCarthy observed, “It is a monument to faith; a labor of love; to me the
most beautiful school in the world.” Bishop Russell pointed out that “this is a school actually built by the men of
the parish; that every nail driven was like an act of faith.” He continued, “One of the greatest joys for me is to
have the privilege of blessing and dedicating a Catholic school. The people of this parish are harkening to Christ’s
words to ‘Suffer little children to come unto me.””

FAST FORWARD TO JULY — AUGUST, 2010 ... This summer, we will undertake two very important projects that
welcome the participation of everyone in the parish:
1. To join the Knights of Columbus as they continue the project to paint the outside of our school.
2. To join with other parishioners to cleanup, refresh and repaint the interior of our parish hall. Our parish
hall is widely used by our school and other parish groups.
Sharing of time to complete these two projects is an example of stewardship in action.
