 Sometimes the behind-
the-scenes ongoing planning 
required for Blessed Sacrament 
School to continue its “Tradition 
of Excellence” is lost in the rush 
of excitement surrounding the 
start of a new school year.  
During a recent break in the 
opening day action, Mrs. 
Chrissy Walton, Assistant 
Principal, shared her thoughts 
on the success of BSS and the 
importance of “not being 
satisfied with past 
achievements.” 

 Mrs. Walton pointed out, “Our school has a lot to be proud 
of!  Did you know that 19% of the students cited in 2010 for 
Academic Achievement Awards at BE were alumni of Blessed 
Sacrament School?  During the same ceremony, 6 former BSS 
students were accepted into the National Honor Society.  That’s an 
accomplishment for both our students and our faculty and staff to be 
proud off!  Preparing our graduates for High School and beyond is a 
major part of our school’s mission.  To accomplish this, we track our 
former students’ progress through the BE Admissions Director’s 
office.  This helps us to identify areas for future concentration to 
improve the students’ opportunities to achieve.” 
 She continued, “Each year at BSS, we participate in the ITBS 
testing program.  And each year, our students score above grade level 
in all grades in all test areas.  That’s one sure sign of a quality 
education.  Even so, we don’t want to rest on past achievement.  We 
want to continually improve.  With this in mind, last year we 
launched a program to further improve our math curriculum.  We 
launched a similar effort in English.  We have taken a number of 
steps including curriculum mapping and participating in the BE 
Math and English Department meetings.
