GENERAL INFORMATION

Weekly Bulletin, Monthly Calendar and Web-site:

A weekly bulletin of Blessed Sacrament Parish, the monthly
calendar insert and the web-site contain detailed information
regarding various ministries as well as times and locations for
Church sponsored activities.

IMPORTANCE OF REGISTRATION

When you regularly pray with us here at Blessed Sacrament,
let us know your are here by registering as soon as possible.
This assures you of full membership in the Blessed Sacrament
community and guarantees that you will receive regular
communication from your parish. In addition, your parish
membership is necessary before you can be prepared to receive
some sacraments, particularly Baptism, Confirmation and /or
Marriage. Registering and fulfilling the active parishioner
criteria is used in determining the appropriate tuition rate for
Catholic students at Catholic schools. An active parishioner
family is one who has been duly registered in the parish for at
least 3 months, participates regularly in Mass on Sundays and
Holy days, and supports the parish financially by regular use
of envelopes. Although the criteria constitute a minimum
description of one who is actively involved in the parish, an
active parishioner can do much more than this, depending on
time and ability and circumstances. Registration cards are
available in the back of the church and at the church office.
